“A RESOLUTION ENACTING GENERAL FUND APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE NO. 01-2011 “AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND/OR AUTHORIZING THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE PROVINCIAL GOVENRMENT OF LANAO DEL NORTE FOR FISCAL YEAR 2011.”

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 319 of Republic Act 7160, otherwise known as the Local Government Code of 1991, the Annual Budget of the Provincial Government of Lanao del Norte for Fiscal Year 2011 was presented to the Sangguniang Panlalawigan for legislative authorization;

WHEREAS, the estimated income as certified by the Local Finance Committee under Local Budget Preparation Form No. 1, amounting to Php 839,818,096.00 is appropriated  for general services, social and economic services and infrastructure development programs designed to ensure  sustainable economic development for the general welfare of the constituents;

WHEREAS, there are financial transactions and operations in the Provincial Government which are under the functional responsibility of certain offices such as wages of casuals/job orders, meetings and conferences, fuel, oil and lubricants, office supplies and telephone services which requires lump sum appropriations in order to determine fiscal accountability and responsibilities of said funds;

WHEREAS, the projected Internal Revenue Allotment (IRA) of Lanao del Norte for CY 2011 is estimated at PhP 596,147,956.00 and 20% of which is PhP119,229,591.00 as adopted by the Provincial Development Council Resolution No. 2, series of 2010 dated September 28, 2010
 WHEREAS, for the salary compensation of officials and employees of  the Provincial Government of Lanao del Norte, is based on the Local Budget Circular No, 95 dated June 29, 2010 on Annex “A2”, 2nd Tranche Monthly Salary Schedule  for Local Government Personnel as mandated under Executive Order No. 900, issued on June 23, 2010; 
WHEREAS, the goals and objectives of the FY 2011 Annual Budget of the Provincial Government of Lanao del Norte, is to support the attainment of the goals and objectives of the Provincial Development and Physical Framework Plan (PDPFP), 2007-2013 and the  Three (3) Year Executive Legislative Agenda (ELA).

NOW THEREFORE, after due deliberation on motion of Hon. Acmad G. Cotongan, Chairman, Committee on Appropriations, unanimously seconded by all the members present, it was –

Be it ordained by the Sangguniang Panlalawigan of Lanao del Norte in session assembled, to pass and enact:

         Section 6 - Supporting Documents – the Plantilla of Personnel or Personnel Schedule of all positions of the Provincial Government prepared by Human Resource Management Officer III and reviewed by the Provincial Budget Officer, the Certified Statement of Receipts, the Certified Statement of Receipts and Expenditures, the Program Appropriations and Obligation by Object, Statement of Long-Term Obligations and Indebtedness, Statement of Statutory and Contractual Obligations and the Statement of Fund Operations are hereby adopted and made as an integral parts of the Fiscal Year 2011 Annual Budget.


Section 7 – Accounting and Auditing – that all disbursement, transfer and/or realignment of any appropriation of this Annual Budget shall be subject to existing budgetary, accounting and auditing rules and regulations.


Section 8 – Effectivity – This Appropriation Ordinance shall take effect on January 1, 2011.
